Eyelet Ribbed Top

Sizing

Woman’s size Small, with changes for

Yarn and Needles

Sportweight yarn — 950[1000, 1075, 1150]
yards

Size 5 us (3.75 mm), or size to obtain
planned gauge, in following needles —
For body and yoke of sweater: 24” - 32” length circular needle
For main portion of sleeves:
(for size Small) set of double point needles or 11” length circular needle
(for other sizes) 16” length circular needle

Size 3 Us (3.25 mm), or 2 sizes smaller than size needed for gauge, in following needles —
For sleeve bands: set of double point needles or 11” length circular needle
For neckline: 21 - 24” length circular needle

GAUGE: 6 stitches per inch over Eyelet Rib Pattern Stitch on larger size needle
(see next page for pattern stitch instructions)
