Sizing

Woman’s size Medium, with changes
for Medium-Large, Large, and Extra
Large in the [ | brackets. Finished
chest measurement: 39" [42”, 457,
48"].

Yarn and Needles
Sportweight or DK weight yarn
— 720 [880, 1040,1200] yards

Size 6 needles or size to obtain
planned gauge:

- circular needle 28" - 32"

- an extra needle of any type

Pattern: W4 - 5332

Size 4 needles or 2 sizes smaller than needle needed to obtain gauge:

- circular needle 24” - 28"
- circular needle 16" length

GAUGE: 16 stitches and 24 rows per 3 inches in main pattern on larger size needle
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Caution: Yarn requirements are based
on the planned dimensions and gauge
stated in this pattern. You may need to
consider purchasing additional yarns in
same dye lot if you are adjusting these
instructions.
